
2017 - Year of Supernatural Increase 
 
Bible tells us that David increased day after day  
You shall increase my greatness, and comfort me on every side (Psalms 71:21 NKJV) 
 
The Lord increased Solomon exceedingly 
Now Solomon the son of David was strengthened in his kingdom, and the Lord his God 
was with him and exalted him exceedingly (II Chronicles 1:1 NKJV) 
 
Jesus increased day after day  
 And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and men (Luke  2:52) 
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The Lord will guide you continually, And satisfy your soul in drought, And strengthen 
your bones; You shall be like a watered garden, And like a spring of water, whose 
waters do not fail (Isaiah  58:11)

Before all your people I will do marvels such 
as have not been done in all the earth, nor in any nation; and all the people among 
whom you are shall see the work of the Lord. For it is an awesome thing that I will do 
with you (Exodus 34:10 NKJV) 
 
But the children of Israel were fruitful and increased abundantly, multiplied and grew 
exceedingly mighty; and the land was filled with them (Exodus 1:7 NKJV) 
 
Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, 
according to the power that works in us (Ephesians 3:20 NKJV) 
Jehoshaphat had riches and honor in abundance; and by marriage he allied himself with 
Ahab (II Chronicles 18:1 NKJV) 
 
And God is able to make all grace abound toward you, that you, always having all 
sufficiency in all things, may have an abundance for every good work (II Corinthians

A good man out of the good treasure of his heart brings forth good; and an evil man out 
of the evil treasure of his heart brings forth evil.

God increased King Hezekiah greatly 
Hezekiah had very great riches and honor. And he made himself treasuries for silver, for 
gold, for precious stones, for spices, for shields, and for all kinds of desirable items; 
storehouses for the harvest of grain, wine, and oil; and stalls for all kinds of livestock, 
and folds for flocks. Moreover he provided cities for himself, and possessions of flocks 
and herds in abundance; for God had given him very much property. This same 
Hezekiah also stopped the water outlet of Upper Gihon, and brought the water by tunnel 
to the west side of the City of David. Hezekiah prospered in all his works (II Chronicles 
32:27-30 2ch.32.27-30 NKJV) 
 
You (especially the priests) will be satisfied with the goodness of God  
I will satiate the soul of the priests with abundance, And My people shall be satisfied 
with My goodness, says the Lord (Jeremiah 31:14 NKJV) 
 
It’s your turn. God will increase you now! 
Behold, I will bring it health and healing; I will heal them and reveal to them the 
abundance of peace and truth (Jeremiah 33:6 NKJV) 
 
The Lord your God will make you abound in all the work of your hand, in the fruit of 
your body, in the increase of your livestock, and in the produce of your land for good. 
For the Lord will again rejoice over you for good as He rejoiced over your fathers
